It has been another great for our club, and the craft beer
scene generally in Brisbane.

Our annual competition in July 2014 saw Kris Domagala
win both Champion Brewer and Champion Beer, with Ben
Cull winning Champion Novice Beer. From that we went
on to convincingly win the Champion Club at the
Queensland Amateur Brewing Championships (QABC),
where Dave Clarke came second in the Champion Brewer
section. Top 3 place getters in the various classes from our
club included Dave Clarke, Nick Barnes, Paul Schofield,
Kris Domagala, Mark Davies, Martin Rudge, Daniel Angus,
Troy Parker, Luke Lowrey, Chris Ossowski, and Stephen
Wharton.

Sadly Queensland’s winning run at the Australian Amateur
Brewing Championships (AABC) came to an end with our
coming 4. However top 3 place getters from our club
included Paul Schofield and Martin Rudge.

Our 6 mini-comp meetings continue to be very well
supported with record numbers of entries and Kris
Domagala taking out Most Consistent Brewer for the 2014
mini-comps. Our 2 education evenings were on the topics
of growing hops and yeast (with a taste evaluation of beer
made with rehydrated, and non-rehydrated yeast). Many
thanks to the presenters/contributors including Daniel
Angus, Dave Clarke and Angus Rich.

Unfortunately not all our plans turned out as we hoped.
Our combined trip with the GOLD Club to Mt Tambourine
could not proceed due to the lack of availability of the
brewer, and by the time we found out the winning beers
from our 2014 Mash Paddle competition were on tap at
Archive some beers had sold out! A particular
disappointment for Michael Page.

The growth in both craft beer bars and micro-breweries in
Queensland is providing both an opportunity for our
members to have their recipes brewed commercially but
also alternatives to our Mash Paddle competition.

Support from the home brew and various commercial
craft beer outlets remains essential for the successful
functioning of our Club. Particular mention must be made
of the contribution from Ross Kenrick at

CraftBrewer/Bacchus for hosting competitions (both club and
state), brewing mash paddle and mini-comp winners, and the
barrel project. Archive are continuing to support our Mash
Paddle competition, and for the QABC we received strong
support from Lion Craft, Brewers Choice and Craft.

Your club wouldn’t function without the contribution from
your committee. Daniel Angus has been an outstanding
Deputy and hosted the Big Brew Day in May. Although he is
standing down at the AGM he will be the main organiser of
the QABC in September. Michael Guy has been a very efficient
Chief Steward and is organising our club completion this year.
He is also standing down from the committee. Alex Hyde has
continued to do the unfashionable job of secretary and has
frequently deputised for other committee members at
meetings. Michael Page has fed us well in his role as
provedore, Angus Rich has done a remarkable job as
newsletter editor (and contributor) whilst Cameron Morrison
has kept our web site up to date and coolly dealt with all the
issues his role brings. Dean McClure has balanced our books
and locked up the Bowls Club after our meetings but will be
standing down due to his new job. Dave Clarke has been the
librarian and has overseen installing our library at the club and
obtained a great deal for members wishing to subscribe to the
BYO magazine. Although he is also standing down from the
committee he will be the main organiser of the AABC in
October (being held in Queensland for the first time), and has
organised the next round of BJCP taste exams for April 2016.
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Mention must also be made of 3 former committee
members who still contributed over the last year. Kris
Domagala was the main organiser of the QABC in 2014 (he
delayed his move to Melbourne specifically for this role),
Howard Mullins continued his contribution to the club
and state competitions with the printing of all the
certificates, and Jason McDonald oversaw the data entry
of registrations for both competition and all the results.

Our founder, Ernie Melville, decided during the year that
he would no longer attend club meetings. Ernie’s
contribution to both BABBS and home brewing in SE QLD
has been extraordinary and the committee has decided to
rename the Most Consistent Brewer award after him.

It is clear that we have seen a change in the demographics
of those members who regularly attend club meetings.
The older, generally retired, members are not attending
as frequently and the younger members have their
brewing activities interrupted by work commitments and
parenthood!

This is leading to higher turnover of both committee and
club members, and is a trend to which our club will need
to adjust.
